The Danube Market

Concept

1.
All countries, regions and cities of the Danube region are invited to present themselves along a symbolic course of the Danube through the Representation of Baden-Württemberg. The presentations may include i.e. touristic, economic, culinary, folkloristic parts as well as music and dance. We would like to encourage all participants to bring a most “colourful” contribution of your country, region or city in order to create a quite vivid and lively “Danube Market”.
2.
The designated areas for the “Danube Market” will be the entrance area of the Representation, Foyer, Gallery, Patio, the Garden, the “Bodenseezimmer”, the conference rooms “Stuttgart, Karlsruhe and Mannheim” and the anterooms of the “Schwarzwaldstube.

3.
According to the presentations of the Danube Conference in 2006 we would foresee similar presentation islands as in 2008. The countries, regions and cities would be “arranged” like the geographical course of the Danube from the river delta to the river head. By thus starting with Romania, Ukraine etc. in the Foyer and ending with Baden-Württemberg in front of the Schwarzwaldstube.

4.
Please find attached the floor plan with the respective measures of the different presentations islands and a rough idea where we would place the different countries, regions and cities. Please also note that adjustments will have to be made over the planning process according to the information which will be provided by you regarding the dimensions of the various participants.
Technical Details
1.
The stand area with a proposal of each participating country/region/city is marked in the respective plan. The stand should be constructed on this designated spot. The exhibitor can expect slight deviations in the stand dimensions.

2. 
Exits: All exits and passage ways should be kept free in their full width.
3.
Stands height: The stands height is generally 2.50 m and cannot be exceeded.
4.
Presentations on walls in the gallery and patio: The Representation will provide a special hanging system for any kind of pictures and posters to be attached to these walls. The use of nails, pins or adhesive tapes can not be allowed. (Please note that between 8th of September and end of 2008 we will have an exhibition with paintings of the internationally known and highly decorated Prof. Robert Hammerstiel, born in Vršac, Serbia, and now living in Vienna. Nevertheless those paintings will be taken down if the participants would like to use the hanging space behind their presentations.)
5.
Floor coverings: Carpets can be fixed solely with double adhesive tape. Self-adhering carpet tiles are not allowed. Introducing bolts and anchors cannot be allowed. The floors of the rooms may not be painted.

6.
Combustible liquids and combustible gases may neither be used nor stored in the stands.

7.
During the event smoking will generally not be allowed. Smoking is permitted only in the designated anteroom of the Schwarzwaldstube and in the garden. 


All rooms are equipped with highly sensitive smoke detectors.

8.
Insurance: The Representation of Baden-Württemberg is not liable for damage of any kind, such as fire, theft, tap water and weather damage. The exhibitor is liable for personal or material damage caused by its own action. The exhibitor furthermore bears the entire risk for its exhibition stand and the exhibition goods.
9.
After dismantling the original condition of the exhibition surfaces must be restored. The exhibitor is liable for damage to the ceilings, walls, the floor and the installation devices. Adhesive tapes must be removed without residue.

Catering

1.
The Representation of Baden-Württemberg will be able to provide for the exhibitors the basic dishes (glasses, plates, cups) and the basic cutlery (knives, fogs, spoons).

2.
The main kitchen on the ground floor is a catering kitchen. Therefore only limited cooking facilities are available. We do encourage the participants to make use of our oven in the garden.
Staff

The Representation of Baden-Württemberg will supply the necessary kitchen and cleaning staff. Please note that you have to bring your own staff to run your presentation.
